Washington State PTA Resolutions Submittal Guidelines

HOW TO SUBMIT A RESOLUTION

1) Check to see if the resolution has been previously adopted by Washington State PTA. A complete list can be found at
www.wastatepta.org/leg/resolutions07.pdf.

2) Resolutions must be submitted along with the following items:

a) Resolutions Submittal Form which has been correctly filled out and includes the proper signatures.
b) A copy of the minutes of the meeting at which the resolution was approved.
c) Arationale, summary, documented background information and a reference sheet.

3) The resolution itself, including the rationale, shall not exceed on (1) 8 %” x 11” typed page in length. Font size no smaller than 10
with a 1 inch margin. Correct grammar and spelling throughout.

4) The summary of the resolution must be no more than 150 words and explains the intent and scope of the resolution.

5) Documented background information must be attached. It must be sufficient to support each “Whereas” statement, and an
explanation of the effect of the resolution, if adopted, on the Washington State PTA and its local units. A variety of sources
(must be three per whereas) that are factual and verifiable must be used. The background material should be sufficient to give
a person with no previous knowledge of the subject enough information to make an intelligent decision. When articles are
included, submit them in their entirety. Background information is limited to not more than 25 double sided or 50 single sided
pages. (Additional back ground material may be requested by the Resolutions Committee. The sponsor should be prepared to
provide this information.)

6) The reference sheet must include all source documentation. Documentation should include the
author, title, publisher and date. Online sources should include the URL. Date appropriate references must be no more than six
years ago.

7) Please include a Table of Contents. All pages, with the exception of the required Resolutions Submittal Form, must be numbered
consecutively.

8) Use clear and concise information in all Whereas'.

OUTLINE FOR WRITING RESOLUTIONS

TITLE:
e Whereas: The first “Whereas” should be an appropriate statement form the purposes of PTA.
e  Whereas: Each “Whereas” should state a reason for the resolution, or
e  Whereas: Act as an independent support statement of the resolution.
RESOLVED: The “Resolved” portion of the resolution states the action or the position to be taken.
RESOLVED: There may be more than one “Resolved” statement.
RATIONALE: A short supporting statement.

What happens to your resolution once you have submitted it?

Prior to the Winter Board of Directors’ meeting, the Resolutions Committee meets to review the resolutions received.
The committee may:

1) Accept the resolution as written.



2) Make necessary editorial changes to make the resolution appropriate for convention action.

3) Make substantive changes with the consent of the submitting group

4) Combine two or more related resolutions.

5) Reject a resolution because:

a) Itdoes not conform to PTA policies, objects or purposes.

b) It conflicts with the legislative program.

c) Itis not statewide in scope.

d) It does not contain background information sufficient to support each “Whereas” statement.
e) Aresolution or policy already exists.

f)  The resolution regarding subject matter could have harmful legal ramifications

g) There is a more appropriate means for achieving the goals of the resolution.

6) If the resolution calls for special funding, it may be rejected because no funds are available; or it may be tabled until budgeting
can be arranged.

7) The Resolutions Committee shall notify a submitter upon committee rejection. The submitter may explain additional rationale
or provide clarification for consideration by the committee.

8) Inreviewing the submittals, the Resolutions Committee shall check the National PTA Resolutions to determine if a comparable
resolution exists, and after consulting with the original submitter, may recommend that the National PTA resolution replace the
original resolution submitted.

9) At the winter meeting of the State PTA Board of Directors, the Resolutions Committee chair reports the committee’s
recommendations on the resolutions to the Board of Directors. A motion to place each accepted resolution on the convention
agenda is made. The Board of Directors shall have the same options as the Resolutions Committee. In addition, the board may
reject any resolution which it feels may be harmful to the association.
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When your resolution is accepted and presented at convention, the Board of Directors becomes the maker of the motion.

If your resolution includes “direction” to National PTA, you will be contacted shortly following the January meeting of the
Washington State PTA Board of Directors with instructions and information on National PTA’s requirements for submissions.
You must prepare all required information and bring it to the State PTA convention. If your resolution is approved by the
convention delegates, it will be sent immediately to the National PTA Resolutions Committee.

12) Existing resolutions will be reviewed by the Resolutions Committee annually for current application, with appropriate

recommendations to the Board of Directors.

Washington State PTA Board Positions are initiated and approved by the Board of Directors. These positions must be
ratified by the membership at the next state convention. They are reviewed annually for relevancy.

Washington State PTA Resolutions are issue positions which have been submitted by units and councils, approved by the
resolutions committee and the Washington State PTA Board of Directors, then voted on by the membership at the
annual state convention or legislative assembly. Resolutions are reviewed annually by a statewide committee, which can
recommend that they be combined, amended or retired. Resolutions are a resource which can be cited by members, the
Board, committees and staff to represent the PTA positions.
