This is an example of a statement that can be posted on a PTA’s website.  
The high school and junior high school years are a time of great change in a student's development. Our children mature during these years; learning and experimenting. They are faced with choices that are difficult.

School functions, academic and social, are always well supervised. Unfortunately, this is not always the case when social gatherings are held outside of school. Unsupervised social gatherings may result in situations where our children make poor choices. In an attempt to greatly reduce the circumstances whereby children are placed under extreme peer pressure to experiment with drugs and alcohol at unsupervised gatherings, the LHHS PTA, the LHFC PTSA, the FMJH PTA and the LHJH PTA will compile a list of parents/guardians who have signed the statement printed below.

The statement sets forth the basic responsibilities of parents/guardians who either host a social event or allow their child to attend such an event. When your child is invited to an event at the home of another child, we suggest that you check the listing. If the parent/guardian has not signed the statement assuring other parents/guardians that parental supervision will accompany the gathering, it would be appropriate to contact the host parent/guardian to verify the status of the event. We suggest that should supervision not be provided, you consider not allowing your child to attend. Although parenting can be difficult, our responsibilities include supervision.

By communicating with each other, we can reduce peer pressure on our children, thereby limiting the circumstances where they will feel pressure to experiment with drugs and alcohol. LHHS PTA, LHFC PTSA, FMJH PTA and LHJH PTA hope the statement reflects the common sense that all of us would use.
