 I hope that all is well during the busy holiday 
season.

 First, you may want to be aware of the issues 
and debates happening in the state legislature in 
January and February. Due to the state budget crisis 
and transportation issues there may be an impact on 
education and social services funding. In the case that 
there may be cuts to education and social services 
funding your local unit members may want to let their 
voice be heard in Olympia. I have utilized the 
Legislative Hotline(1-800-562-6000) in the past and I 
have found it to be a quick way for me to communicate 
my feelings on issues important to my 
family/community and me. 
 Secondly, your local unit will want to ensure 
that during January a nominating committee is actively 
seeking one or more candidates for each of your 
elective officers in your unit and council. A small blurb 
on the second page gives some pointers and I will be 
making the rounds at Council Meetings to share some 
tips on how to form a nominating committee and how 
that committee can fulfill its many duties. 

Finally, in February, the WSPTA, Washington 
Mutual, and the Partnership for Learning have joined 
together to offer Parent to Parent seminars regarding 
educational standards and how they effect your child, 
yourself and your school. The presentations will occur 
at local communities throughout the state with 
background materials and publications to help you help 
your child succeed. Presentations can be 60 to 90 
minutes long and you can inquire about the 
presentations by calling the WSPTA office or e-mail 
jcarpenter@wastatepta.org or myself at 
ptareg1@wastatepta.org.

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Region 1 Legislative Update
2003 LEGISLATIVE SESSION IS A CROSSROADS

Area education leaders have held a series of meetings under the banner 
“Joining Hands At The Crossroads.”  Leadership from a dozen school 
districts from Gig Harbor to Forks have been meeting to discuss common 
concerns and see if a common approach to the legislature can be developed.  
These meetings included superintendents, presidents of teachers and 
classified unions, school board members and of course the PTA.  The 
messages are still being developed but it is clear that we are at a crossroads 
when it comes to education issues.  Area voters strongly support education 
as evidenced by the passage of levy and bond issues, passage of I-728 
(School Improvement Funds) and I-732 (COLA’s for K-12 Employees.)  
With a divided legislature facing a $2.5 billion deficit, this will be a long and 
difficult session.  Your help by contacting your legislators will be crucial. 
 
LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY 
We had a very successful Legislative Assembly in October.  Almost 200 
delegates discussed issues and developed the legislative priorities for the 
2003 session as follows:

The Committee also rolled out a new Primer on Advocacy which explains 
how to advocate for children.  Both documents are available on the 
Washington State PTA website.  If you are interested in having a class on 
Advocacy, please let me know.  These classes can range from 10 to 30 
minutes, or longer for the really hard core advocates.  Just let me know how 
long you would like me to speak.

Outstanding Local Unit of the Year 
One final note on unit awards – the path to 
Outstanding Local Unit of the Year has 
broadened. All units that apply for Honor 
Unit status will automatically be nominated, 
HOWEVER – this year, PTA leaders can 
nominate any unit that they feel is deserving 
of the award. The nominated units will be 
asked to answer a specific set of questions as 
well as fill out a Standards of Excellence 
Form (you already have that almost done!).

Think about this process as you listen during 
unit sharing at your council meetings. There 
are some awesome units in Region 1 who do 
not toot their own horns – so this is our 
chance to recognize them at the State level.
